With the ever changing world of waste, it can make it difficult for anyone to understand how they should dispose of their litter, so Wiltshire Council is making it easy for residents with its ‘Any Council Litter Bin Will Do’ campaign. The message is a simple one. Whether dog waste, litter, cigarette butts or chewing gum; put it in your nearest litter waste bin.

If you are walking your dog and there is a nearby litter bin, you can simply use this. If there is no nearby litter bin, take it home and dispose of it in the council provided household waste bin.
Dog owners are reminded that they should clear up any mess made by their dog and that this waste is not hung in bushes or trees.  Please dispose of it in the nearest litter waste bin.
