PARISH COUNCIL NOTES

From the Meeting held 3rd November 2016 in the Memorial Centre, Whiteparish.
Freight Management Priority Schemes

The A27 was not selected by Wiltshire Council to be progressed further under Wiltshire Councils Freight Assessment and Priority Mechanism (FAPM).

 

The Street

Wiltshire Council has confirmed that it is the council’s policy not to introduce 20mph speed limits on ‘A’ class roads. In accordance with this policy it is not possible to introduce a 20mph speed limit on the A27 in Whiteparish. However, it has been indicated that a 20mph speed limit may, in exceptional circumstances only, be considered for an ‘A’ class road. Those circumstances are considered to be a busy ‘A’ class road in an urban town centre environment with high numbers of vulnerable road users (such as pedestrians and cyclists). Wiltshire Council advise that it is considered that such circumstances do not exist in respect of the A27 in Whiteparish and as such a 20mph speed limit will not be introduced. 

Brickworth Quarry Planning Application Proposed extension of Brickworth Quarry (Minerals Local Plan Site Allocation Areas A and B) for the extraction of sand, infill with imported inert materials and quarry waste and restoration to commercial forestry and agriculture at original ground levels; retention of plant site and storage areas. 

The Parish Council recommended this application be refused.

Rights of Way

It is hoped that three identified rights of way will be cleared in the next month with the help of Riverbourne Community Farm and volunteers.

Metro Count

A metro count has been undertaken within the 20mph limit of Common Road.  The metro count has indicated that Common Road is eligible as a Community Speed Watch area but more volunteers are needed in order to effectively cover all the locations. Parish Steward

The new Parish Steward scheme is underway within the village. Whiteparish have been allocated a Parish Steward for one day, approximately once a month.  Please let the Parish Clerk know if you have any areas of concern including blocked drains/gullies.
