PARISH COUNCIL NOTES

From the meeting held 11th December 2008 in the Village Hall
Election to fill 3 Vacancies on Parish Council 

SDC Democratic Services have informed the PC that a valid election request bearing the signatures of ten local government electors has been received to fill the three Parish Councillor vacancies on Whiteparish Parish Council.   The date for the election has been set as Thursday, 12th February 2009.   Nominations must be received by SDC by noon on Friday, 16th January 2009;  nomination forms can be obtained from the Elections Officer, 47 Endless Street, Salisbury, SP2 2DF (01722 434231).   For further details, see notices on noticeboards, the village website and in the shop.

Public comments/questions

A villager said how glad he was that the affordable housing scheme is to go ahead.   He also reported that flooding is still occurring outside Richmond Farm on Brickworth Road.   He asked the PC to continue pressing WCC to rectify this dangerous hazard.   Later the PC agreed that the Clerk should write to the Chief Executive of WCC.

Finance

The Finance Committee recommended to the full PC a precept for 2009/10 of £25,000, the same as for 2008/09.   This allows for another PC contribution to the proposed new joint village hall/sports pavilion.   After some discussion, this proposal was agreed by a majority vote.   The draft budget prepared by the Clerk for 2009/10 was reviewed and, with a couple of minor adjustments, was also agreed.

Speeding survey

The results have been received and the current reading is below the requirement for a safety camera and if this was a new application for a site it would not meet the criteria.   The PC decided that the site on The Street where the survey was undertaken is a natural pinch point 

which slows the traffic down.   It was agreed to request that another survey be undertaken at a site on Romsey Road which would better reflect the dangerous speed of vehicles through the village.

Environment

The Chairman had received complaints from landowners about dogs running free on their land;  areas mentioned were the field behind the Parish Lantern and near Blaxwell Farm.   Dog owners are reminded that dogs should be kept under control, preferably on a lead, and on the footpath at all times.

Next Meeting

The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, 29th  January 2009 at 7.30 pm in the Village Hall.   However, it may be necessary to change this date to earlier in January so that the planning application for the proposed joint sports pavilion and village hall can be discussed by the full Parish Council.   Any change of date will be advised on the noticeboards, on the village website and in the shop.   Villagers are welcome to attend and will be able to speak at the discretion of the Chairman.   Please inform the Clerk or any councillor if you are unable to attend and wish to raise any village matter.

A CPRE booklet had been received:  “Parish Council Toolkit to help reduce litter and fly-tipping”.   Members had gone through this and, while there are plenty of ideas in it, volunteers are still litter picking in the village centre.   It was agreed that if all those who are physically able, clear in front of their own properties regularly, this would go a long way to solve the problem.   Any litter on the outskirts of the village should be reported to Salisbury District Environmental Services Dept. on 01722 434319/320.   The Parish Council would be very grateful if all villagers would pick up litter in front of their properties where possible.    A councillor offered to contact the school and ask for suggestions for incentives to encourage children to litter pick in the village.   Meanwhile residents are respectfully asked not to tip garden waste outside their property, including on common land, privately owned land or roadsides/footpaths.   Green-lidded bins are available from SDC at a cost of £26 per year or you can take garden rubbish to household waste disposal sites eg. Churchfields in Salisbury.
