Pseudo Footpath
A Pseudo Footpath along Common Road from Whiteparish Memorial Ground Car Park (where the Surgery is located) to the School is being considered.  Further evaluations are taking place by the Southern Wiltshire Area Board/Community Area Transport Group.
Payment of legal costs 
It was agreed for the Parish Council to pay up to £500 of legal costs associated with Legal Charges securing grants in favour of Whiteparish Memorial Trust.
Changes to local highway and streetscene service
Balfour Beattie have signed a five year contract with Wiltshire Council covering highways maintenance, grounds maintenance, street cleaning, grass cutting, street lighting, bridge maintenance, winter maintenance and public convenience cleaning.  Wiltshire Council has been advised that Whiteparish is still awaiting weed killing for our pavements and kerbs.
