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PARISH COUNCIL NOTES

From the Meeting held 12th December 2013 in All Saints Church, Whiteparish.
Neighbourhood Plan

A long discussion took place regarding the Neighbourhood Plan and the Parish Council determined not to proceed with a Neighbourhood Plan.  This is consistent with our understanding of the wishes of the village – demonstrated by the clear and overwhelming response of the village residents at the initial consultation for the Core Strategy opposing development outside the Housing Policy Boundary.  The village will therefore rely on the protection against development outside the Housing Policy Boundary afforded by the Wiltshire Core Strategy. 

Parish Precept
It was agreed to set the precept for 2014/2015 with the intention that there is no change for the Band D rate.  
HGVs

The Parish Council discussed the problems arising from HGVs using Miles Lane, Dean Lane and Newton Lane as main thoroughfares.  It was felt that the only way of combatting this problem would be the imposition of weight limits on these roads.

New signs for the Memorial Centre
The Parish Council has received CATG funding for new signs to the Memorial Centre.
Dog Fouling

Please be a considerate dog owner. The Parish Council would like to remind anyone in charge of a dog to clean up immediately after the dog fouls on any public land or where the public are permitted to have access.  The Parish Council has received complaints of members of the public leaving plastic bags full of dog faeces hanging on fences and gates.  This is a revolting practice and anybody caught doing this will be reported to the police. Failure to clean up after your dog is an offence.

Doves Lane 

Investigations are continuing about the possibility of extending Doves Lane through to Clay Street.  However, there are many obstacles to overcome before this project can successfully come to a conclusion.
