Matters Arising from last meeting

Highways Agency have submitted a works order to change the directional signage from the A36 down Common Road  from “Whiteparish” to “Cowesfield” – the work should be carried out by late February.   The broken fence on the Memorial Ground has been repaired.   The rubbish and brambles at the start of footpath 3 has not been cleared;  District Councillor Leo Randall will follow this up with SDC.   SDC is unable to take action about mobile food vans;  they have reported the matter to Wiltshire Highways Partnership.

Planning
