Bus service consultation 
People are being invited to have their say on a review of subsidised bus services in Wiltshire. The review is being carried out as part of wider plans to help Wiltshire Council save millions of pounds over the next three years.

The consultation can be found at www.wiltshire.gov.uk/subsidised-bus-services-consultation, paper copies can be picked up in council offices, libraries, on buses operating contracted services, or people can call 0300 456 0100 to have one posted to them. It runs from 11th January to 4th April. The review will also consider how community transport might be able to assist with public transport, and will be accompanied by continuing work to identify savings in other areas of the council’s passenger transport spending. Once the consultation ends, report will go to Wiltshire Council’s cabinet members to make a decision.

Wiltshire Council local street scene officers will collect litter picked by volunteers and the Area Board may fund some litter picking equipment for local parishes. · Dean Lane 

Wiltshire Council has notified that Dean Lane Whiteparish; from its junction with The Green to its junction with Miles Lane / Ashmore Lane will be closed from 4th March and it is anticipated that the closure will be required until 9th March 2016. 

· Moor Lane 
Wiltshire Council has notified that Moor Lane, Redlynch and Whiteparish; from its junction with Grove Lane to its junction with the A36 will be closed from 7th March 2016 and it is anticipated that the closure will be required until 15th March 2016.
