Grit Bins

The grit bins have been filled.  A PC had a request from a member of the public to have a grit bin near The Triangle.  This was rejected due to environmental grounds.

The Parish Noticeboard has been restored and the PC would like to thank Mr Roberts for his work. A Parish Council logo is still in discussion.

Speeding

The PC is continuing to investigate the possibility of installing a red gate way at the Romsey Road end of the village. The mobile flashing 30mph speed sign is due in the near future.
