Gritting
An enquiry was received from a member of the public over concerns that the road by the bus stop, on the junction of Common Road and the A27, was not being gritted. Wiltshire Council has been contacted and assures us it will, in future, be gritted.
Youth Club

Richard Rendall updated the Parish Council on the progress of the Youth Club he wishes to start up and advised there has been much support. The PC voted in support of a Southern Area Board grant that has been applied for to help set up the Youth Club and the PC agreed to contribute £300 towards this.
Rights of Ways
A representative of the Parish Council has recently undertaken a survey of the R.o.W. within Whiteparish.  There are some concerns over the state of disrepair of some of the stiles, overgrowth of vegetation along some of the paths and that additional way markers are required. It is Wiltshire Councils’ responsibility, under the Highways Act 1980, to ensure that all R.o.W. are maintained in an appropriate manner.  The Parish Council will be in contact with Wiltshire Council regarding their concerns of local rights of ways.
