From the Meeting held 24th February 2015 in the Memorial Centre, Whiteparish.
Common Road

The Parish Council discussed Wiltshire Councils assessment report on a 20mph speed restriction on part of Common Road and agreed to support it.  

Subsequent to the Parish Council meeting, Wiltshire Council have now decided to proceed with the 20mph speed restriction on part of Common Road.

The Fountain Inn

The Parish Council agreed to support the application from the Fountain Inn to vary the Premises Licence regarding opening hours.

Land Management 

A land management agreement between the Trust and the Parish Council was approved. 

Miles Lane
The poor condition of Miles Lane was discussed and also the HGV’s that use the lane for access to the farms.  Extra high kerbing was discussed for the junction with the A27.  The Parish Council is pressing Wiltshire Council to do some remedial work to Miles Lane.

Overhanging Vegetation
Householders and landowners are reminded that it is their responsibility to ensure that roads and pavements are kept clear.

Temporary Closure of: Dean Lane (Part), Whiteparish (Ref: TTRO 3766)

Wiltshire Council has advised that part of Dean Lane; from its junction with The Green to its junction with Bridleway 33, will close temporarily to all Traffic.  This is to enable Wessex Water to carry out a carriageway reinstatement.  The alternative route will be via A27 Romsey Road – UC Miles Lane and vice versa. 

The closure will be clearly indicated by traffic signs and access will be maintained for residents.

This Order will come into operation on 8 May 2015 and it is anticipated that the closure will be required for one day. The Order will have a maximum duration of 18 months.
