Outbuilding security – 

Outbuildings are being targeted more frequently by burglars. Here are some tips to ensure that the buildings are as secure as possible – 

· Structure – Are there loose slats or patches of rot on your shed or outer building? Consider getting these repaired as quickly as possible and think about reinforcing them from the inside.

· Visibility – Are tools and other desirable items visible from the outside of the out building? Bear in mind that these tools could be used to gain access to other areas of your property.

· Insurance – Keep a note of all serial numbers and any distinguishing features of the items within your out buildings. This is important for identification should your items be located. Does your insurance cover the contents of your out building?

· Alarms/Lighting – Consider looking for alarms and lighting to illuminate your property.
