Brake Road Safety Week – 18th to 24th November 2013

Road Safety Week is the UK’s largest road safety event, coordinated annually by Brake and involves thousands of participants. This year it takes place between 18th – 24th November 2013, and the main theme is ‘Tune in to Road Safety’, highlighting the risks to the general public of being involved in a road traffic collision as a result of being distracted. Driver distraction is a major cause of death and serious injury in the UK.  Research demonstrates that reaction times for drivers using a hand-held phone are 30% worse than for driving under the influence of alcohol at the legal limit. However, around a third of drivers contravene the law regarding the use of mobile phones whilst driving. Other distracting activities such as eating or smoking at the wheel have also been shown to increase the risk of crashing, yet lots of drivers admit to doing this. Distraction isn’t just an issue for drivers, for people on foot or on a bicycle, being sidetracked by a mobile telephone, or not being able to hear due to listening to music, or forgetting to hold a child's hand, can be lethal. Local NPT officers will be supporting this campaign, concentrating on patrols and enforcement around local schools at peak times.
