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NPT Priorities

At the November meeting of our local Neighbourhood Tasking Group the following local Policing Priorities were identified for the forthcoming period –

· Speeding a NPT wide priority, continuing checks in support of camera safety unit.

· NHW revitalisation. This ongoing priority is overseeing the systematic revitalisation of the NHW schemes across the area.

· Traffic related in line with the area board we are assisting in the issues associated with Church Road Laverstock and the schools.

Horse Theft Alert 

We have received a number of reports within the last few weeks of horse owners locating their horses and ponies with their manes plaited. It is suggested that this is a preparatory act on behalf of thieves ‘ear marking’ the horse or pony for theft later. At this stage we cannot state a noticeable rise in thefts of livestock from properties in the Wiltshire area. Other reports state that small patches or markings have been shaved onto the horses neck near to the mane. 

Security advice from the NFU website suggest the following provisions;

- Horses can be freeze marked- a visible deterrent to thieves, making the horse instantly recognisable.

- A microchip can be implanted under the horse's skin.

- It is possible to have your postcode branded into the horse's hooves. 

- Field fencing/hedges should be secure and a padlock and chain should be fitted to all field gates. 

- Put up visible notices on yard entry points and field gates which state that the horses and tack are marked and can be identified.

- Keep a detailed description of the horse - the chart on a vaccination certificate or passport should provide this. Photographs of both sides of the horse and one of it's head from in front will also help.

- Ensure that gates cannot be lifted off their hinges - either reverse the top hinge or weld metal plates over the hinges.

- If there is not always someone present at the yard, do not always arrive and leave at the same time. Try to vary your routine in order that your movements are not predictable for a thief.
