Fly tipping
We have had a report of fly tipping in Winterslow recently, there is still sporadic tipping at Pepperbox hill and the A36 lay-bys. All of these are reported directly to Wiltshire Council whose teams are dispatched to assess and then cleanse the affected area whilst gathering any evidence that may lead to the tippers identification!
Anti Social Behaviour
The ongoing anti social behaviour problem that has been blighting the village of Alderbury for the last few months is showing a marked decrease within the last fortnight.

Four persons have been identified and referrals have been made to the anti social behaviour reduction panel in Salisbury in partnership with Wiltshire Council. Letters and visits have been made to these individuals highlighting the issues and the potential outcome of their actions.
Extra police units from the Salisbury area were drafted in to the area at the worst times to increase patrols in order to prevent any incidents.

We still urge members of the public to report any incidents to us, this can be done anonymously or via our website or email.
