· Community Reassurance in the village of Landford. Following on from the work carried last year.

· Parking and obstruction in the Pilgrims Way area of Laverstock.

Security Advice

A timely reminder to us all, this is one of the latest ‘scams’ to emerge. Whilst on a visit to a large department store near to London a lady visited the toilets, whilst in the convinience her handbag was snatched from underneath the cubicle. She immediately reported the incident to the head of security, who in turn informed the manager of the store. A couple of days later she had a call from the head of security to say her bag had been found without her purse. So she arranged a convenient time to go and meet the manager to collect her things. On arriving at the store at the agreed time, the manager was not expecting her & neither was the head of security. No one from the store had actually called her as the bag had still not been found. When the lady got home, her house had been burgled with no sign of forced entry. The Police believe the offenders had used her Driving License for the address and her keys to let themselves in! 

Please be extra vigilant ladies and gents there are a lot of desperate criminals out there! And please don't forget if you have your bank card stolen the bank will NEVER ask for your PIN number, NEVER give it out to ANYONE!
