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	Priorities
The Neighbourhood Tasking Group (NTG) was due to met at the start of September but due to a number of key members not being able to attend, it has been postponed and is due to take place in the next few weeks.  

Please see the current priorities below alongside an up-date of how we have been addressing them.  As soon as the NTG meet and decide the next quarters priorities we will inform you.
Anti Social Behaviour
The number of reported incidents has plummeted following the introduction of this priority. A number of young people were identified as being responsible and we have approached the parents, which appears to have worked well. We have made over 35 targeted patrols in the areas of concern, not only to provide the reassurance to the public, but also to be a visible deterrent to any anti-social behaviour.
Fly tipping
Since this priority has been in place we have built a good working relationship with the Wiltshire Council representative and his department.  We have ensured that there is now a more coordinated response to any reports of tipping. We have also increased patrols especially at identified spots meaning two to three times a week these sites are visited and checked for any debris.

	Special Constable Awareness Event
The next Special Constable Awareness Event will be held on Wednesday 22nd September at Salisbury Police Station starting at 7pm. Summer Drink Drive Results

In June Wiltshire Police conducted 3377 breath tests as part of the National Summer 2010 Drink Drive Campaign.  Of these 97 drivers tested positive (2.87%).  Last year only 735 breath tests were conducted with 6.4% testing positive.  

Inspector Nick Elton, Operations Manager for the Roads Policing Unit said: “I believe this has been the most productive campaign to date, with the number of breath tests carried out locally increasing nearly five-fold.  The 97 drink drivers breathalysed and arrested will be brought to justice and could face disqualification, a fine or imprisonment.  I would like to thank the 3280 motorists who provided a negative test for their co-operation.  I would also like to reiterate that although the national campaign is over we will continue to target drink and drug driving throughout the whole year.”

Crime Figures

Wiltshire Police has the 6th lowest crime rate in England for every 1,000 people and remains one of the safest counties in the Country, according to the latest Home Office statistics.  There were 2,706 fewer crimes in Wiltshire between April 2009 and March 2010 making this the second successive year that crime has fallen by 7%.  While the latest number of crimes recorded has decreased to 38,671, there was a 21% rise in sexual offences which could be linked to a national promotional activity urging women to report sex crimes.  Wiltshire Police is better a detecting these crimes (34%) than compared to most similar forces (28%).

Crimes of violence against the person went up by 2% at the same time the detection rates of violent crime has improved, especially compared to our most similar forces, for example Serious Violent Crime saw a detection rate of 69%, compared to a most similar force average of 55%.

In other crime areas, the number of burglaries (non-dwelling) remained static, but there was a noticeable reduction in offences of robbery (down 25%), criminal damage (down 17%) and offences relating to motor vehicle crime (down 14%).

Domestic burglaries increased by 311 offences, equating to less than one offence per day.  Specific initiatives have improved the situation since 1st April 2010 with a reduction of nearly 19% on the previous year.
The British Crime Survey published in conjunction with the national crime figures show Wiltshire Police as being the 2nd best force (out of 43 forces) in England for the public’s perception of anti-social behaviour.  In addition the county was found to be the 3rd best in the country for the public saying that we have a drunk/rowdy behavioural problem and the 5th best for the public perceiving that Wiltshire has a drug problem.  Wiltshire was also found to be the 5th best force for the ability of the police to deal with local problems.
