· Classes 1 – 50 must be grown by the exhibitor.

· No exhibit which has won a first prize at any previous Whiteparish Show may be entered again.

· Any competitor who has won the Banksian Medal in the last 2 years is not eligible to win this medal.

· Any competitor who has won a cup for two consecutive years is not eligible to win for a third year.

· In order to avoid disappointments, exhibitors must comply with the wording of the Schedule.

· THE JUDGES’ DECISION IS FINAL.

· Cash prizes and Certificates will be awarded in each of the children’s classes.
· All exhibits, personal property etc. shall be at the risk of the exhibitors.
