WHITEPARISH 100+ CLUB

CLUB RULES

Objectives of the Club

1.        Whiteparish 100+ Club is a private society that exists to support the maintenance, upkeep and improvement of Whiteparish Memorial Centre and the adjacent playing field, play area, MUGA and car park in the village of Whiteparish, near Salisbury, Wiltshire, and to help raise funds in support of this.

Membership of the Club

2.        Anybody aged 18 years or older who lives or works within 20 miles of Whiteparish and wishes to support the maintenance and upkeep of the Memorial Centre, playing field etc. can become a member of the 100+ Club.  There is no charge for membership.

3.        The Club's membership year shall commence in June of each year, and run through to May of the following calendar year, though members may join after the start of the new membership year.

4.        The 100+ Club shall not be limited to 100 members.

5.        Only members of the 100+ Club may buy 100+ Club draw tickets to participate in the Club's fundraising lottery.  The lottery shall be run by the club in accordance with the Club's lottery rules.

Should a member die then their membership and entitlement to draw prizes ceases immediately. Their number(s) will not be included in any further lottery draws for the remainder of that membership year. 

Meetings, Officers and Reporting

6.        The Club shall hold an Annual General Meeting each calendar year. This will normally be at the same time as the Whiteparish Memorial Trust AGM.  Those eligible to vote at the meeting shall include all current members of the Club.

7.        At the AGM, members present shall elect one or more members of the Club to act as officers to run the business of the Club for the forthcoming year.  These officers shall be responsible for:

(a)      maintaining the Club's membership list, and recruiting new members to the Club;

(b)      writing to all members annually to seek their renewal of membership of the Club;

(c)      selecting from their number someone who shall be the promoter of the Club's draws, in accordance with the Club's lottery rules;

(d)      organising any events that the officers may see fit to arrange, such as fundraising, social or other events;

(e)      maintaining such bank or building society accounts as may be necessary for the efficient running of the Club;

(f)      drawing up the Club's accounts, and presenting these to members at the AGM and to Whiteparish Memorial Trustees.
(g)      paying the Club's profits for the year over to Whiteparish Memorial Trust, in compliance with the objectives of the Club as stated in paragraph 1;

(h)      maintaining an up-to-date copy of these rules as may from time to time be amended by the Club's AGM,

(i)      publicising the existence and work of the Club; and

(j)      other activities as may be necessary for the legal and efficient operation of the Club, and as may be authorised by members at the AGM.

8.        The Club shall hold any other meeting deemed necessary by the Club's officers.  Such 'extraordinary' meetings shall be held in Whiteparish (ideally in the Memorial Centre), and shall be publicised on the village notice boards at least 14 days prior to the meeting, giving an agenda which provides details of the business to be conducted at the meeting.

9.        At the AGM and other Club meetings, members may vote by simple majority on items on the meeting's agenda and on resolutions consistent with this agenda that are proposed at the meeting.  Such votes shall be passed by simple majority.  In the event of a tied vote, the Club's retiring promoter shall be entitled to exercise a casting vote.

10.     In the event that the Club ceases to remain viable, through lack of membership or members willing to act as officers of the Club, the Club's AGM or other properly convened extraordinary meeting may vote to wind up the Club.  In such event, all assets of the Club shall be handed over to Whiteparish Memorial Trust.
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
