PARISH COUNCIL NOTES

From the meeting held 17th September 2009 in the Village Hall

New Forest National Park Authority

Barrie Foley, Interim Chief Executive, attended to improve communication with the NFNP neighbours and to answer any questions.   Their Park Plan is to be revised and further consultation undertaken.

Matters arising from previous meeting

Wiltshire Councillor Richard Britton will follow up the  PC request for action by Wiltshire Council on the flooding which occurs regularly outside Richmond Farm on Brickworth Road.   

Two quotes received for repair of the bus shelter;  one did not include repair and refixing of guttering.   An updated quote to be requested and the cheaper of the two quotes to be accepted.

Bus stop pole on triangle opposite the shop still not working.   Clerk to chase again.

Any action on PC monitoring speeding through the village to be deferred until a Community Speedwatch Co-ordinator has been appointed.

Proposed new community building

A meeting of the Project Group had been held the previous week.   The bat and newt surveys had been received and both are manageable.   There is no action needed until work is started.   Two members of the group and a representative from the cricket club are to meet a member of the England & Wales Cricket Board on site in two weeks time to assess the points raised by the cricket club about siting of the new building in relation to the cricket pitch.

Wiltshire Council Core Strategy

Richard Britton gave advice on how to respond to the Core Strategy consultation.   The document had been circulated to members and each had written their comments.   Clerk to draw together a draft PC response from those received and circulate to members for their comments. 

Application for Caravan at Tricky’s Paddock

The appeal against refusal was upheld and the caravan is permitted temporary residence for up to three years.   There are strict conditions and these will be monitored.   Those who attended the appeal 

and left their names should have received a copy of the decision giving conditions.

Finance

A grant of £1,000 was made to the Whiteparish First Response Team towards the purchase of another kit (which includes a defibrillator).   Two more volunteers are being trained.

It was also agreed to purchase a Clerk’s Manual for the new clerk (£45).

Details had been received of the Local Councils Advisory Scheme – cost to join £165 for unlimited legal advice.   It was agreed to join for a year and assess if it is worth renewing after that.

Rights of Way/Commons/Transport

An order for the diversion of Bridleway 19 (above Alderstone Farm) had been received from Wiltshire Council.   The Parish Council had been pushing for this for a while and raised no objection.

A request had been received for a road nameplate on Pill Hill;  this was agreed.   Clerk to ask Wiltshire Council if this would be possible.

South Wiltshire Area Board

Trevor King, the PC rep, gave a report on the special meeting of the Area Board on the Core Strategy.   The next meeting is on 15th October and has a full agenda.   Members of the public are encouraged to attend.

The PC had been consulted on the proposed updating Southern Wiltshire Community Plan.   They agreed that a new updated plan should be produced and would like the PC to send a representative to the working party.
